The Ankara Caliphate
Comparing the results of the two parliamentary elections in Turkey of 2015 it is obvious that Erdogan’s resuming armed conflict with the Kurds, proved positive for him but has benefited neither the Kurds nor Turkey.  Despite their differences, the conclusion of both elections of June and November, as evidenced by the electoral maps (2 & 3) of the country, is that Turkey basically consists of three territories.
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1. Kurdish areas
The Kurds in Turkey are estimated to be between 15 and 20 million.  They are concentrated in the East of Turkey and they are Sunnis but not Wahhabis, the cult of extremist Sunni Saudi Arabia.  The Sunnis are the most numerous branch of Muslims.  The Kurdish populations are split in four countries: 42% are in Turkey, 29% in Iran, 15% in Syria, and 8% in Iraq.  The Paris Peace Conference of 1919 promised them a single independent State.  This promise has never been fulfilled.
The Kurds of Iran seem more at ease with Iranian governments and have never been treated as harshly as the Kurds of Iraq and Turkey.  In Iraq the Kurds have gained a self-governing province of potential independence.  The Syrian Kurdistan will have twice the population of the previously semi-independent Iraqi.  Judging from the latest developments there is a possibility the Syrian Kurdistan will gain an outlet to the Mediterranean.  (Something that is not obvious in map 5.) This explains the furious reaction of Turkey against the Kurds of Syria because it fears encirclement of Turkish Kurdistan from the Syrian and Iraqi Kurdistans.
The European and Aegean departments of Turkey support the Republican Party founded by Kemal Atatürk (ie the father of the Turks) from Thessaloniki.  They are Muslims but they are not bigots like the majority supporters of Erdogan.  They are in favor of a Secular State as prescribed by Kemal.  They supported the so-called “Deep State” of Judges and the Military which Erdogan managed to disband.  The Western Turks are more European than all other Turks.  We could imagine them being descendants of Byzantium and not of the Anatolian bashi-bazouks of the Seljuc or Ottoman Turks. If Turkey, bereft of the Kurdish provinces, were to split up further, the western, secular Turks of the European and Aegean Provinces of Turkey could become an independent state which could be welcomed in the European Union and NATO on its own. 
Between the "Byzantine" Turks and the Kurds one finds the Islamized Sunni Turks, the main supporters of Erdogan.  They are not (yet?) Wahhabis despite Erdogan’s conflict with Saudi Arabia for leadership of the Sunnis.  The Wahhabis and the Salafists bear many similarities but this is not widely accepted.  The most extreme Salafists are the famous jihadists (such as ISIS in Syria and Iraq).  The silence of moderate Muslims against Islamic extremists bodes very ill for peace in the World.  In the same way the silence of moderate Germans against the Nazi extremists rendered the latter a dominant force.  After the Nazis gained power it was too late...

Consulting the relevant maps one observes that the areas of Erdogan’s preponderance cover at least 80% of Anatolia.  Members of Parliament from “Middle” Turkey are few per department but the number of departments is enormous.  Official statistics of population densities are not easily obtainable.  
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2. Turkish elections of June 2015
All three parts of Turkey presented host the Alevis estimated to be 15 to 20 millions in a population of 78 million.  The leader of the Republican party, the second largest in the Turkish National Assembly, Kemal Kılıçdaroğlu  is accused by Erdogan of being an Alevi, which is unacceptable to Sunnis.  The Alevis don't have mosques with minarets, but pray in different holy places.  According to some information they worship St. George and allegedly their beliefs are also partly syncretized with Christianity.    Some believe Alevis are related to Syria's Alawites, others with the Shiites of Iran, but these comparisons are not widely accepted.
Other minorities are mentioned occasionally in Turkey as the Jews, Greeks, Armenians, Circassians, Tartars, Azeris, and even crypto-Christians.  Turkey has never approved of census of populations on ethnic lines for chauvinistic reasons.  Either to pretend it is populated by "pure" Turks, or to avoid presenting an official record – from one census to another – of how many of these minorities have been exterminated...
In these three Turkish societies Erdogan hopes to become President of the Republic with increased powers like in France or the USA.  In the elections of June the AKP (from its Turkish initials) lost the majority of seats in the National Assembly.  They were regained in November after Erdogan revived the war against the Kurds to rally his voters.  He did not manage, however, to exclude the Kurdish party (HDP) from Parliament as he wished.  (Turkish political parties need to gather over 10% of the votes to be seated in Parliament!)  Erdogan's dream of a strong Presidency is no longer elusive as the AKP is missing only 13 MPs to alter the Constitution.
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3. Turkish elections of November 2015
The planned Caliphate of Erdogan claims to play host to two and a half million Syrian refugees.  Erdogan has been using these “Syrians” to blackmail Germany and the European Union to conform to several of his wishes.  Greece is bearing the brunt of these refugees being shoved relentlessly by the Turkish Mafia to Greek Islands with the connivance of the official Turkish State.  The number of these unfortunate people debarking on Greek islands is sometimes three and four times an island’s population.

The case of Kastelorizo is worth mentioning.  It is part of the Dodecanese as defined in the Italian Turkish Convention of 1932.  The Dodecanese comprises of many attractive islands such as Rhodes, Kos, Patmos, Symi, Kastelorizo and many others.  The 1932 Convention defines the sea limits between Turkey and the Dodecanese which were Italian at the time.  In the following two maps the significance of Kastelorizo on the definition of the Exclusive Economic Zones (EEZ) is made apparent.  Map 4 shows the proximity of the Greek island of Kastelorizo to Turkey while map 5 shows (in lined dark blue colors) the Turkish gains by denying EEZ rights for the Dodecanese and Kastelorizo.  Denying it for

Rhodes and the others is simply a bargaining ploy from which Turkey hopes to gain the Kastelorizo rights at least.  These claims are obvious as delineated by Turkey in map 5.  Recently Turkey has been directing its people smugglers to inundate Kastelorizo hoping to perhaps take it over militarily as they did in Cyprus.  Talking of NATO allies is finally a joke…
It is worth noting that very many of these “refugees” are single youths and grown up men.  Amazingly Greece and the Europeans have not made an issue of not accepting youths and men capable of bearing arms and returning them to Turkey.  Recently a number of containers were intercepted by Greek authorities containing weapons and ammunition.  These were labeled as containing furniture for use by the refugees and migrants mentioned above in their temporary shelters.
Another use for the alleged millions of Syrian refugees in Turkey can materialize at the appropriate time.  A scenario according to which the Turkish army invades Syria to "restore" the refugees to their homelands is highly probable.  The Turkish Army subsequently forgets to leave, just as it did in Cyprus.  The Prime Minister of Turkey at the time, Bülent Ecevit, cited as a justification of the invasion of Cyprus in 1974 the restoration of Constitutional Order on the island.  Which 

Order had actually been restored before the invasion more than 40 years ago; nevertheless the occupying Turkish Army is still there...
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6. Turkey’s (wishful thinking) expansion from Thessaloniki to Kirkuk
The desired expansions of Turkey, according to some as indicated in map 6, include Greek Thessaloniki and East Macedonia and Western Thrace, the 1/3 of Bulgaria and Syria, Batumi of Georgia, Azerbaijan's Nakhichevan and Mosul and Kirkuk together with all the Iraqi Kurdistan from Iraq.  Those wishes may not officially the State’s, but Turks are unpredictable.  They always have contingency plans to grab whatever they can get away with.  The Ottoman Empire survived on booty.  When the booty ceased the Ottomans started their long decline.  Great Power strategic games (Britain vs Russia, etc.), however, buttressed the Ottomans for centuries to the detriment of Greece, the Balkans, the Arab nations and other Ottoman conquests.
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7. Redrawing of Boundaries in the Middle East

Map 7 shows aspirations related to the creation of a free United Kurdistan, free Baluchistan, and a United Shiite Arab State in the cove of the Arab Gulf.  The most notable of the changes presented provides for the secession of the Shiite areas of Saudi Arabia which are the key oil-producing regions of the country!  The rest of Saudi Arabia is literally cut to pieces.  Furthermore the Shiite but Arabic-speaking regions of Iran which are also rich in oil as shown in the next map are also “absorbed” by the United Arab Shiite State!  Such perspectives will doubtless end up in very large scale war between Iran and Saudi Arabia with enormous risks of extending into a “bellum omnium contra omnes”. 

Those objecting to such developments will be of course Azeris, Turks, Iranians, Saudis, Afghans, Syrians, any who are left from the current breakup of their country, and the nuclear armed Pakistanis.  Europe will face a huge influx of refugees and will regret that after so many years it has not formed a European Army but in addition each country has been continually reducing defense budgets.  The U.S.; Britain and France, which have the only European forces capable of operating abroad; China; India; Japan; the whole of Asia and the rest of the world, will react because of the oil that is still needed in our economies.
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8. Oil on Shiite and Sunni Areas
The World’s (and the Middle East’s) oil problem will not be resolved by replacing other forms of ' green ' energy before the lapse of a few decades, if it will be solved.  Hence the distribution of oil in states with religious and/or ethnic variations (see Sunni Turks – Sunni Kurds) requires preservation of the current unstable equilibrium in the region.  Oil in Shiite and Sunni Areas as presented in map 8 makes the point clear.  The risk of a devastating war for everyone can be calculated by all except a greedy for power individual like Hitler.  Is Erdogan the next Hitler?

The answer to whether Erdogan is to be the next Hitler is not easy.  The West must take the necessary precautions.  First of all inform Erdogan, and the Russians that NATO does not intend to support Turkey if it continues offensive actions.  If Erdogan shoots down a second Russian fighter aircraft he must be aware that he will face the Russians alone.  NATO will not support a radicalized Islamic state against Christian Russia.  Furthermore the West does not consider the Kurds to be terrorists.  If Turkey continues the war against them it should be expelled from NATO.    Facilitation of transit migrants or refugees across Turkish soil to the Greek Islands and Europe will be considered a hostile action.  The West should pay for the repatriation of refugees and migrants directly, by not handing cash to the Turkish State.
The NATO naval force in the eastern Mediterranean should be supported by air power and ordered to survey the maritime borders between Greece and Turkey.  The Flight Information Region (FIR) of Athens, should qualify as a no-fly zone for Turkish aircraft.  The Turkish army should withdraw from Cyprus.  Cyprus should join NATO.  Turkish Cypriots and Greek Cypriots shall have to adopt the UN resolutions for the good governance of the island, under the supervision of the UN, of course.   Turkey should sign and implement the Law of the Sea with no reservations.  Greece in the Aegean Sea is entitled to twelve miles. The island of Kastellorizo has its own EEZ.  Grey areas between Turkey and Greece exist only in the mind of the Turkish extremist grey wolves...  
Erdogan may be dreaming to become Caliph of the Ankara Caliphate, but it should not come to pass!
