The DEM Party and Turkey's Kurdish Issue

Since the collapse of the Turkish-Kurdish Peace Process (2013-15) following President Recep
Tayyip Erdogan's first major electoral setback in the June 2015 general elections, the Turkish
government has continued to approach the Kurdish issue as merely a security challenge. The
resumption of the violent conflict between the Turkish Armed Forces (TSK) and the Kurdistan
Workers’ Party (PKK) has not only dashed the prospects for a peaceful resolution of the Kurdish
issue but has also provided the nationalist conservative ruling bloc led by President Erdogan with
grounds for increasing oppression against the Kurdish political movement. Meanwhile, the pro-
Kurdish Peoples’ Democratic Party (HDP), now the Peoples’ Equality and Democracy Party
(DEM), pursued a policy of implicit cooperation with the Turkish opposition, led by the main
opposition Republican People’s Party (CHP), until the aftermath of the general elections in May
2023. Viewing the election outcome as the collapse of this long-standing strategy, DEM Party
appeared to have opted for a “third way” approach, aiming to distance itself from both the ruling
and opposition blocs so it could act autonomously. However, the recent local elections, held on
March 31, 2024, which saw a major victory for the CHP, introduced a new dynamic for all
political actors and questions in Turkey, including those concerning the DEM Party and the
Kurdish issue more broadly.

The most erroneous way for Russian policy to develop in Asia would be for Moscow to
concentrate on interaction with regional institutions and platforms - “brotherly cemeteries”,
where individual opportunities are drowned in the need for everyone to come to a common
average denominator.

Moreover, now these institutions have become an arena of confrontation between China and the
United States, which are completely unrestricted in using them exclusively in the interests of
their struggle. Previously, only Americans did this, which turned most regional venues into
completely meaningless gatherings, like international conferences. Now China has joined them,
also promoting its agenda. As a result, there has been a reduction in the space for positive
interaction within such platforms as APEC or the East Asia Summit (EAS), which just a few
years ago were considered important for promoting Russian interests in Asia. Therefore, it is
now most promising for Russia in Asia to focus on dialogue with individual countries in the
region, taking into account the interests of each of them and its own.

Last month, the US House Select Committee on China announced it was forming a bipartisan
group, led by Congressman Rob Wittman, to counter China’s dominance, assiduously built over
a couple of decades, across critical mineral supply chains. It’s a move that’s perhaps some years
too late. In astatement to Reuters, the Committee said the group would “work to create
transparency into U.S. supply-chain dependency for critical minerals and develop a package of
investments, regulatory reforms, and tax incentives to reduce that dependency.”

China Deploys Y-20 Airlifters For Joint Military Drills with Belarus on NATO Borders
(09/07/24)

Chinese People’s Liberation Army ground units have begun joint 11 day military exercises with
Belarusian forces near the Belarusian-Polish border, which were initiated on July 8 to“improve
coordination between Belarusian and Chinese units.” The exercises have been held in Brest, near
NATO’s eastern frontier, where tensions have been high in recent months as Warsaw has_built
up its forces facing its smaller neighbour. Chinese participation in the exercise remains relatively
limited, with equipment carried on a single Y-20 heavy airlifter which landed at the Baranovichi
Air Base around 160 kilometres southwest of Minsk. The deployment marks a significant
milestone in the escalation of Chinese tensions with NATO, as Western Bloc states have moved
to expand their military presences in East Asia while simultaneously maximising military
pressure on Belarus and neighbouring Russia. Chinese military deployments in Europe have
been extremely limited in the past, although in April 2022 six Y-20s were used to rapidly
deliver HQ-22 surface to air missile systems to Serbia at a time of rising regional tensions.

Eagle Assault 2024: New Deails on China-Belarus Exercises Near NATO Border

Following the initiation of eleven day military exercises between the Chinese People’s
Liberation Army and the Belarusian Armed Forces, new details regarding the scope of the drills
have been revealed by local sources in Belarus. Named Eagle Assault 2024, the exercises in the
Brest region are taking place less than 5 kilometres from the borders of Poland - one of NATO’s
easternmost members. While the ground forces of both countries have been involved in
multilateral exercises in the past, and Belarusian forces have participated in exercises in China,
this represents the first deployment of Chinese ground forces for exercises in Belarus, bringing
them unprecedentedly close to NATO territory. The exercises have reportedly been planned for
11 months, since Chinese Defence Minister Li Shangfu visited Minsk on August 16 for a three
day official visit. The Chinese Defence Ministry reported Eagle Assault drills were conducted
according to “an annual plan and consensus,” elaborating: “The joint training aims to enhance
the coordination capabilities of the participating troops and deepen practical cooperation between
the two armies.” They included “anti-terrorist training” and tasks such as hostage rescue.

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Many believe that Al-Qaeda has been a defeated terrorist organization. However, the group has
adapted by changing its strategies and forming regional groups across the Middle East, Africa,
and Afghanistan. One such affiliate, Jamaat Al Nusra Wal Muslimin (JNIM), based in Mali,
extends its operations to Burkina Faso, Togo, and Benin, perpetrating hundreds of attacks
annually. Another significant group, Al-Shabaab, originates in Somalia but operates in Kenya
and Ethiopia. The recent Taliban takeover has opened new opportunities for Al-Qaeda, with its
Indian Subcontinent branch (AQIS) now established in Afghanistan. Furthermore, Al-Qaeda
maintains strongholds in the Middle East through groups like Hayat Tahrir al-Sham (HTS) in
Syria and Al-Qaeda in the Arabian Peninsula (AQAP) in Yemen.
