On September 2, 2024, Turkey [Tiirkiye] formally applied to join the BRICS group of emerging
economies. Turkey’s embrace of BRICS comes as President Recep Tayyip Erdogan also signals
a desire to elevate Turkey from being a dialogue partner within the Shanghai Cooperation
Organization, the China- and Russia- led cooperation bloc, to becoming an observer state if not a
full member.On one hand, Turkey’s BRICS application is a tacit acknowledgement that
Erdogan’s dreams of achieving a top ten economy have crashed upon the shoals of his own
mismanagement; Turkey’s economy now ranks 18th in the world and continues to fall. The
broader challenge, on the other hand, is diplomatic. While BRICS is technically an economic
group, it does carry broader overtones as Brazil, Russia, India, China and South Africa, from
whom the BRICS acronym derives, seek to create an alternate financial system that would
undermine the U.S. dollar as the primary currency for international trade. In short, Erdogan is
once again allying with Moscow and Beijing to diminish Europe and the United States.

Serbia Get's Egypt-Style Treatment of Rafale Jets: No Long Range Air to Air Missiles for

Rafale fourth generation fighters currently on order for the Serbian Air Force have been
confirmed by local sources to have been downgraded in their air to air capabilities, ensuring that
they will only be able to post a limited challenge to NATO air power in the event that Belgrade’s
policies fall of line with the preferences of the Western Bloc. Serbian president Aleksandar
Vucic first confirmed a deal to acquire the fighters in April 9 following talks with his French
counterpart Emmanuel Macron. The Rafale already has a relatively limited air to air performance
compared to other modern Western fighters, with its engines being by far the weakest of any
fighter in production in the world, while its small RBE2 AA radar has very limited power
compared to rivals such as the F-15’s AN/APG-82 and F-35’s AN/APG-81. Its range and missile
carrying capacity are also very low compared to high performing Russian, Chinese and
American fighters such as the Su-30, F-15 and J-16. Neverthless, Rafales in Serbian service will
see their air to air capabilities undercut by a ban on the provision of Meteor air to air missiles -
the fighter’s primary air to air armament.

Mass Transfer of Iranian Ballistic Missiles to Russia Confirmed : Bartering for Soybeans and
Wheat

Following several weeks of reports that Iran and Russia are planning the transfer of tactical
ballistic missiles from the former to the latter, and two years of speculation that such acquisitions
could take place, multiple sources have confirmed that the Russian Armed Forces have begun
receiving Iranian missiles. The Wall Street Journal was one of the first Western sources to report
the transfer had already taken place, citing European officials who stated that the EU and U.S.
were planning to escalate economic warfare efforts against the Middle Eastern country in
response. "lran has sent short-range ballistic missiles to Russia, giving Moscow another powerful
military tool to use in its war against Ukraine. The move follows stern warnings from the West
not to supply the weapons to Moscow," the article stated, noting that Washington had already
informed its allies of the transfer. Intelligence sources were subsequently cited by CNN stating
that the deal had been in the works for almost a year. The Fateh-110 ballistic missile and its
new lighter counterpart the Fateh-360 are reportedly the primary missile classes in which Russia
has shown an interest. Both have very short ranges of just 300 and 120 kilometres, allowing them
to serve as lower cost and lighter counterparts to missiles from the Russian_Iskander-M
system and the KN-23 and KN-24 systems acquired from North Korea. Iranian ballistic missiles
have demonstrated very high levels of precision in combat operations in the past.

Russia Singles Out Western Personnel in Ukraine in Latest Precision Strikes

The Russian Armed Forces have continued to single out Western personnel in the Ukrainian
theatre in multiple strikes as part of their ongoing war effort, with this recently confirmed by
Kremlin spokesman Dmitry Peskov. Speaking to local media, Peskov stated regarding Western
personnel both providing training and directly taking part in combat operations: "Our military is
increasingly effectively carrying out strikes against such targets. This is very good from the point
of view the special military operation and achieving the goals that have been set.” One of the
most recent strikes launched targeted Western contractors near the settlement of Stetskovka,
located north of the city of Sumy in northeastern Ukraine. The Russian Defence Ministry stated
regarding the strike: "Strike on mercenaries ... Stetskovka area (north of Sumy) ... As a result, the
missile strike eliminated up to 30 foreign mercenaries and 6 units of hardware in a temporary
deployment point.” Drone footage released showed the strike being carried out. Russian state
sources have consistently referred to foreign combatants in the theatre as “foreign mercenaries,”
although many have been volunteer fighters. The less pejorative term “contractors” is used to
refer to equivalent Russian contract personnel such as those from the Wagner Group.

The U.S. State Department is expected to permit the Ukrainian Armed Forces to employ U.S.-
supplied ATACMS ballistic missiles to strike targets at will across Russian territory. Attacks
were previously limited to territory internationally recognised as Ukrainian, namely the disputed
Donbas regions, as well as the Crimean Peninsula. Attacks on these territories, which in
Crimea’s case has been integrated into the Russian Federation for over a decade, has raised
considerable controversy, particularly after an ATACMS strike using cluster munitions killed
tourists on a Crimean beach in June, and more recently struck densely populated civilian targets
in the Donbas.

It
is expected that strikes inside internationally recognised Russian territory will be aimed at both
civilian and military targets, continuing the trend on how ATACMS have already been used.

Su-57 Fifth Gen. Fighters Conduct Intensified Strikes on Ukranian Targets : Over 30 Cruise

The Russian Air Force’s sole regiment of fifth generation fighter aircraft has reportedly
conducted more than 40 strikes against Ukrainian and allied targets from late February this year,
representing a significant intensification of operations. Accordingly to Ukrainian sources, strikes
by Su-57s have primarily been launched from airspace over Kursk, Bryansk, and the disputed but
largely Russian controlled Luhansk region. In the past seven months the Su-57 regiment has
launched over 30 cruise missiles, including Kh-59MK2 missiles with radar evading capabilities
designed specifically for the new fighter. One such strike near the end of February saw a Su-57
engage Ukrainian targets in Luhansk region using a Kh-59MKZ2, and according to some reports
enter Ukrainian-claimed airspace while doing so. Another on April 11 saw a Su-57 destroy
Ukraine’s Trypillia Thermal Power Plant near the capital Kiev. Strikes were
reportedly particularly intensive from April 15 to May 15, when more than six cruise missile
attacks were launched. As the fighter’s primary air to surface weapon, the Kh-59MK2 has a
range of close to 300 kilometres and uses a 320kg penetrating warhead, but can also be equipped
with a smaller pellet warhead designed to affect targets over a wider area. The Russian fighter
has notably placed a lower emphasis on penetrative stealth capabilities, and a greater emphasis
on deploying cruise missiles capable of striking deep behind enemy lines from safer distances,
with the Kh-59MK2 being key to this.

The reported decision
would make Britain the first country to allow such long range missile strikes into Russia, and
would be strongly in line with the longstanding trend throughout the conflict of London leading
the Western world to further escalate its involvement in Ukraine. Britain was notably the first
country topledge to provide Western-produced main battles tanks, and the first to
provide depleted uranium rounds, while also leading European countries to pressure the United
States to allow deliveries of F-16 fighters to Ukraine.

Bleak political realities and flashpoints of conflict often paradoxically create opportunities for
diplomatic breakthroughs. The art of foreign policy statecraft lies in seizing these moments and
transforming crises into catalysts for change.

In recent years, the Sino-Russia growing alliance has sparked widespread debate about the fading
facade of Western hegemony.

Geopolitical security arrangements are more stable and sustainable if they are based on a
durable balance of power and an agreed set of principles of conduct. The 1975 Helsinki Final
Act appeared to meet those criteria at the time, but stability prevailed for only a brief period
before the collapse of Soviet power and the dramatic weakening of Russia in the 1990s
catalyzed a radical geopolitical shift. From the late 1980s until Russia’s attack on Georgia in
2008, the Helsinki system provided a framework within which the United States and its
European allies could redraw the geopolitical landscape in Europe in their favor and at
Russia’s expense at a time when Moscow was too weak to mount effective resistance. Since
2008, the system has rapidly frayed as Russia manifested its willingness to use force to
advance and defend its interests.

As long as today’s intense adversarial relations persist, any talk of a Helsinki 2.0 is premature.
The cardinal task is rebuilding a stable balance of power that effectively constrains Russia’s
expansionist impulses even while the Kremlin believes that it has sufficient power and
resources to guarantee its own security. Achieving the necessary balance will take considerable
time and effort, and it will likely require new leaders in key countries, starting with Russia. In
time, however, it could prove possible to recreate the conditions of the early 1970s—when a
mutual desire to reduce the costs of rivalry and foster predictability made it possible to
negotiate the Helsinki agreement.

Even if this delicate balance can be achieved, the situation would have to endure for years
before there would be sufficient trust between the West and Russia to negotiate a Helsinki 2.0
in good faith. Consequently, for the foreseeable future, Europe’s security will have to be
grounded in deterrence and defense, European power and unity, and transatlantic cooperation.
