Turkish Defence Minister Yasar Guler on November 26 revealed that Ankara had
formally resubmitted a request to purchase 40 F-35A fifth generation fighters, informing
a Planning and Budget Committee in the Turkish Parliament that Washington could
reconsider selling the aircraft under the upcoming Donald Trump administration. He
claimed that U.S. officials had expressed openness the possibility of providing the
aircraft. The Eastern European country was previously a partner in the F-35 program,
before being evicted in 2019 due to disputes with its allies over the acquisition of
Russian S-400 air defence systems. Despite its eviction, production of a number of F-35
components in the country continued until 2022, with the program benefitting from the
country’s low labour costs for the manufacture of many of the aircraft’s less complex
and less sensitive parts. As part of efforts to resume F-35 acquisitions, Turkey is
seeking to restore contracts to contribute to manufacturing for the fighter program.

he Netherlands has delivered three surface to air missile batteries from the MIM-104 Patriot system to
the Ukrainian Armed Forces, with Dutch Defense Minister Ruben Brekelmans having confirmed the
transfer on November 28. The Northern European state was one of the first three to deliver Patriot
systems in early 2023 alongside the United States and Germany, with all three having sustained
deliveries while further NATO member states, such as Spain, began to make donations later on. The
Netherlands is one of the few states that is still able to make deliveries, with other arsenals across the
continent having been excessively depleted.

The Letta and Draghi Reports: The Only Way to Go, Despite the Hurdles

(26/11/2024)

The Letta and Draghi reports begin with the same realisation, though they
formulate it differently: that the international geopolitical environment has changed
dramatically and that the EU must take immediate action as a result.

The Letta report’s take-home message is that the Single Market must be
transformed into something “much more than just a market”. Thus, research,
innovation and education need to be integrated into its core, as a “fifth freedom”, and
the Single Market extended to include the telecommunications, energy, financial
services and defence sectors.

There is fear at the heart of the Draghi report, fear of the “existential challenge”
confronting the EU, which will require an extra €800 billion a year in investment. The
report’'s proposals are articulated around five major horizontal policies: closing the
innovation gap, decarbonising the economy and making it more competitive,
strengthening security and the defence sector and reducing dependencies in this area,
financing investment, and strengthening EU governance.

The Letta and Draghi reports agree on both the fields where intervention is
required and the form such intervention should take. And while they differ in terms of
the competition—and, still more, cohesion—policy they prescribe, they do so
constructively while their proposals complement one another.

In relation to Greece, the proposals made in both reports with respect to the
defence industry, to reducing energy costs, and to the provision of generous funding for

additional investment through —inter alia—joint borrowing, are of the utmost
importance.

No serious disagreement has been voiced with respect to the proposals made in
the Letta and Draghi reports, apart from the predictable German reaction to additional
funding and new joint borrowing, coupled with unfounded criticism of the proposals as
‘unfeasible’.

The “New European Agreement on Competitiveness” adopted in Budapest on 8
November is a critical development, given that it adopts the bulk of the key approaches
contained in the Letta and Draghi reports, and sets specific milestones for some, as
well.

The two reports stress that, even if certain recent developments around the
world cannot be considered favourable for the EU (political crisis in Germany, economic
problems in France, Trump’s election in the US), Europe still has the “weapons” it needs
to reverse the situation. And while the Budapest summit decision may not have gone as
far as the situation demands, it still adopted the bulk of the proposals made in the two
reports, making it crystal clear that the European Union has taken the need to regain
the initiative fully on board.

The Russian Foreign Intelligence Service has disclosed information on plans by NATO member states to
initiate a major ground force deployment to Ukraine, and to temporarily end ongoing hostilities with the
goal of eventually turning the tide of the conflict. Citing its intelligence sources, the agency reported that
amid mounting Ukrainian and allied losses on the frontlines, NATO members were increasingly in favour
of ending the hostilities along the current battle lines. According to the Foreign Intelligence Service, this
would allow Western Bloc states to rebuild Ukraine’s much depleted forces to “prepare it for an attempt
at revenge,” adding that NATO training centres had already begun to be set up to process at least one
million new Ukrainian conscripts. This report comes at a time when Ukraine’s strategic partners in the
Western world have pressed Kiev to reduce the conscription age in the country from 25 to 18, and as

growing calls have been made in the Ukrainian government to also conscript females. This would
potentially provide the manpower required to rebuild the Ukrainian Army after the extreme losses
suffered 2022-2024.

Britain and France Just Surged Ukraine’s Cruise Missile Stockpiles Ready For Major Deep Strikes Into
Russia(26/11/24)

The United Kingdom and France have made major deliveries of Storm Shadow and SCALP-EG air
launched cruise missiles to the Ukrainian Armed Forces, with up to 150 of the missiles delivered shortly
preceding the granting of approval on November 19 for their use against internationally recognised
Russian territory. Multiple European states have long lobbied strongly for unrestricted attacks very deep
into Russia, with London and Paris being among the most active in this regard. U.S. resistance to these
demands from its more hardline allies was belatedly worn down after the November presidential
elections. Although Storm Shadow missiles began to be used by the Ukrainian Air Force for strikes on
Russian forces as early as May 2023, they were restricted to use against targets on territories which the
Western world recognised as Ukrainian - namely the disputed Donbas regions and Crimea which are
claimed by both Moscow and Kiev. The expansion of missile attacks, which are guided by vast networks
of Western satellites and supported by major deployments of Western Bloc advisors and other
specialists on the ground, to strike targets across much of Russia, thus represents a major escalation,
with the first such attack using cruise missiles having been launched on November 20.

A woalition of Islamist militant groups operating from Syria’s Idlib province have launched a
major offensive against Syrian and allied forces, with the Turkish sponsored former Al Qaeda
affiliate the Al Nusra Front confirmed to play a central role, while the participation of Turkestan
Islamic Party forces has also been reported. Offensives began on November 27, and saw jihadist
forces push into the Aleppo governate.

Will the BRICS Grain Exchange Mean Deeper Integration?(25/11/24)

The Declaration of the 16th BRICS Summit, held in Kazan from October 22-24, 2024,
emphasized that the heads of state and government of BRICS countries endorsed
Russia’s initiative to establish a grain trading platform, or a BRICS Grain Exchange,
within the bloc. The idea of creating the grain exchange is unquestionably relevant. It
was noted that such a step would enable BRICS members, first, to protect their
domestic markets from external interference, and second, to set fair grain prices. In
addition, it could introduce a transparent settlement mechanism, potentially
incorporating digital currencies. Beyond this, a common trading platform within BRICS
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could address broader goals. First of all, it would foster deeper integration among
BRICS nations both in agricultural production and in mutual trade. The exchange would
also promote genuine multipolarity in international trade, countering the monopoly of
major US grain exchanges. The new exchange would mitigate uncertainty shocks in the
food market by ensuring a stable grain supply, not only for BRICS countries but also for
other countries of the Global South.

Russia’s 2022 full-scale invasion of Ukraine has reinvigorated European NATO members’
interest in modernising and strengthening their armed forces after nearly three decades
of underinvestment. Among the many capabilities being , some countries have
stated their interest in acquiring long-range, ground-launched conventional missiles
through a joint effort known as the European Long-Range Strike Approach (ELSA). This
marks the renaissance of a capability that has mostly been absent from the arsenals of
European countries since the 1990s. While ELSA has the potential to provide deterrence
benefits for European states and improve NATO’s defence and deterrence posture,
there are, however, several political, technical and budgetary challenges associated with
a co-development that will need to be addressed if the project is to bear fruit.

North Korea Unveils Cutting Edge Next Gen. Tank: Tianma-2 Boasts Active Protection
Systems, Top Attack Missiles, a Remote Weapon Station and More(27/11/24)

North Korea’s defence sector has unveiled the new Tianma 2 main battle tank at a
major defence exhibition in Pyongyang on November 21, where the vehicle was
displayed alongside many of the country’s high profile new weapons systems
including Hwasong-16B hypersonic glide vehicles and a new rocket artillery system. The
new tank replaced the Chonma 2 at the exhibition, a prior class of main battle tank first
unveiled in 2020. The Tianma 2 shares a number of design features with the Chonma 2,
with its unveiling having raised the possibility that the older tank may have been
phased out of production after equipping a small nhumber of units, as production lines
transition to manufacturing the new vehicles. The Tianma 2 is the first North Korean
tank to integrate an autoloader, reducing its crew from four to three personnel and
increasing the rate of fire. Autoloaders were pioneered by the Soviet Union in the
1960s, with the technologies subsequently having been transferred from Russia to both
China and South Korea. Although American, British and German tanks continue to lack
such systems and require four man crews, although the U.S. Army is planning to induct
an enhanced variant of its M1 Abrams tank into service with such a subsystem around
the year 2030.
